Implement or expand job readiness assessments, individualized case plans, and employment-related
services for incarcerated adults that result in improved employment readiness, attainment, and

retention.
Articulate and implement a robust vision for reentry employment with transitional supports and a focus
on employment.

Note: Category 2 applicants must commit to ensuring public safety by restricting internet access within incarcerated settings as deemed
appropriate by the respective correctional agency.

Continually assess local demand for employees in the geographic areas to which incarcerated individuals are
likely to return and adjust educational and employment goals accordingly.

Develop partnerships with local employers. Increase the quality and quantity of training, skills building, and
pre-apprenticeship programs available to incarcerated persons (e.g., programs that respond to new and local
labor market demands, jobs with advancement opportunities and good benefits, etc.).
